THE CRIME VICTIMS COMPENSATION
FUND: The Crime Victims Compensation Fund
reimburses residents of Missouri who suffered in-
juries causing financial loss due to certain crimes
of violence.
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CHILD ABUSE & NEGLECT INTERVENTIONS

CHILD PROTECTION:

Victims of child abuse or neglect are referred for
protection from further harm. In response, the
Court makes decisions and oversees efforts to re-
habilitate and maintain families, or to provide
permanent alternative care for the child victim

CHILDREN IN CARE:

In 2008, ten children were adjudicated for abuse
or neglect. The children were placed in the cus-
tody of the Missouri Children’s Division. The ta-
ble to the right provides information concerning
the ten children.

TIMELINESS OF HEARINGS:

The Missouri Supreme Court sets timelines for
Child Protection hearings because timely hearings
are crucial if children who have been removed from
their homes are to be reunited with their families
or are to be placed in other permanent homes as
soon as possible.

SUPREME COURT PERMANCY AWARD:

The Sixth Judicial Circuit was awarded the 2008 Supreme
Court Permanency Award from the Missouri Supreme
Court for holding 100% of Child Protection Hearings
within the required time frames.
